We use the Vsoft Badge System wherein visitorsth@ campus present their Drivéticense, which is
scanned, and a badge is printed. While scanned, the badge is run through a national sex offender
database. Our staff is trained to stop parents should they not have a badge, as well as read thé badge, a
direct the visitor to the proper location.

Mont hly Safety Drills
Our campus patrticipates in a variety of monthly drills including fire, bad weather, intruder and lockdown.
In addition, twice a semester we test our metal detector per state safety guidelines.

CLASSROOM VI SI TS

Visits to individual classrooms during ingctiond time are only permitted incaordance with district

policy and with administrator and teacher approval. Such visits shall not be permitted if their duration or
frequency interferes with the delivery of instruction or disrupts the normal seh@iobnment. Twenty

four (24) hour advance notice is requested. Please call yougschdisistant principal to make an
appointment to visit your chifd classes. Students not enrolled at Salyards Middle School are not
permitted to visit during the schloday or during student dismissal.

LEAVI NG CAMPUS

If a student needs to leave campus during the school day, he/she must bring a note from a parent or
guardian with the reason and dismissal time to thedsdtase office before 7:20m. Parents must come

to the front desk to sign out and pick up their child. A picture I.D. must be shown in order to sign out a
child. No student is allowed to walk off campus.

CLI NI C

The clinic is for the purpose of receiving first aid treatnifentnjuries or sudden illness or to talk with

the nurse about an individuad&lth problem. When it isecessary for a student to go to the clinic, he/she
must get a signed pass from his/her teacher. Students must sign in upon arrival. A studenbevill
allowed in the clinic between classes without a pass, unless it is an emergency. All medraatidyes

in their original container with the stuttés name and dosage on tantainer. A parent must bring the
medication to school (students mayt transport medication) and must complete a permission form. All
over the counter medications such as cough drops, Tylenol, Advil, etc. are also to be kept in the clinic.
Students should not have any medication in their possession. Any student vastalidniome for parent

pick-up due to illness must place their call from the clinic phone. Cell phones are not to be used.
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ATTENDANCE

COMPUL SORY ATTENDANCE LAW

A student between the ages of 6 andril&t attend school unless the student is otherwise exempted or
excused. Also, a student enrolled in a public schoeKpoe kindergarten program must attend school.

A student absent, without permission from school or from any class, will be considerectrdiaabject

to disciplinary action, which may also include court action. Failure to comply with the compulsory
attendance law is a class C misdemeanor and punishable by fine. The district employs attendance officers
to support students in maintainingagl attendance. Parents or students who have concerns about
attendance should contact the grade level assistant principal or school attendance office for information
and/or referral to an attendance officer.

ABSENCES

In order to keep upo-dateattendance records, please call the Attendance Office 87282402prior to
9:00 a.m. on the day of your stud@nabsence. If you reach the voice mail, please leave youéschild
name, grade, and reason for iliness.

EXCUSED

A person required tattend school may be excused for temporary absence resulting from any cause
acceptable to the principal and the scfimattendance committee. Students are required to provide a note
from a parent or guardian for each absence within three (3) days feahatt of the absence or

consecutive absences. This note is to include stéedeaie and grade, reason for absence, telephone
number of parent or guardian, and signature of parent or guardian. If the student does not bring a note for
being absent, thebaence will be counted as unexcused.

HEALTH CARE APPOI NTMENT

A student shall be excused for a temporary absence resulting from a visit to a health care professional if
the student begins classes or returns to school on the same day of the appoihtimestudent

satisfactorily completes the school work, the day of absence shall be counted as a day of compulsory
attendance. The studentst provide a note from the health care professional to the attendance office
upon his/her return.

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CELL PHONES
